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The Port Lincoln golf club is a highly regarded golfing facility, having 18 manicured greens and watered 
fairways in a beautiful bush setting. We have excellent club house facilities and a challenging course 
layout. The course attracts a wide range of visitors as well as being the home for around 300 local 
members. We average 20,000 rounds of golf per year which makes us attractive for advertising 
businesses to locals and visitors alike.
